(5 weeks)

Unit Objectives   
Students learn that:

· all organisms obtain energy, get rid of wastes, grow, and reproduce;

· during both sexual (diverse offspring) and asexual reproduction (diverse offspring), traits are passed onto the next generation;
· these traits are contained in genetic material that is found on genes within a chromosome (in the nucleus of the sex cell) from the parent; 

· changes in traits sometimes occur in a population over many generations;
· one of the ways a change can occur over many generations is through the process of natural selection. 
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
