Native American Foldable Flip Booklets

1. Create 2 separate foldables using 2 light colored pieces of construction paper

One for the Southeastern and Gulf Cultures (5)

One for the Pueblo and Plains Cultures (6)

2. Fold each sheet of paper in half (hamburger style)

3. On the outer cover, divide the paper into horizontal rows equivalent to the number of tribes within each section (Southeastern & Gulf Cultures = 5 rows, 4 cm in width) & (Pueblo & Plains Cultures = 6 rows, 3.5 cm in width)

4. Provide the names of each tribe on the outer cover (row 5 of the S.E./Gulf will contain 4 smaller tribes).

5. On the inside, continue the same horizontal rows then divide the paper into four columns representing: Location, Food, Shelter and Tribal Society

6. Read Chapter 3 Section 2 and Chapter 3 Section 3 of the textbook to locate the information needed for each tribe.

7. Under each column, describe the location of each tribe, the types of foods eaten by each tribe, the shelter built by each tribe and life in each tribal society, including leadership roles, rituals and tribal attire/markings.
