Reading Notebook Expectations

* QUALITY entries (due dates and # of entries will vary)

* Entries should be meaningful and should show your unique thinking about a text

* Entries MUST be organized according to the strategies taught in class

* Reading Log (up-to-date)

*Vocabulary words/phrases maintained using Frayer model in back of RNB
*Handwriting should be legible (I can’t grade what I can’t read)- If typed, NO folding!
What do I do if I forget/lose my NB? You can use loose leaf paper for all notes and entries and staple them neatly into your NB once you find/replace it. You are responsible for any lost notes for test purposes. Replace NB immediately!

What do I do if I forget my book? You can grab a "quick read" for the day. You are still responsible for your entries/vocab work. If this problem persists, your Literacy grade will suffer. 

What if I am absent? It is your responsibility to obtain all notes/strategies from a peer in your class. You may also have some reading to catch up on if we moved ahead in any class reads. **It is good practice to email your teachers when you are absent and we can try to keep you up to date with work. 
Writing Notebook Expectations

· Entries will vary depending on the unit of study 

· Entries MUST reflect the work of the week within the unit of study. 

· Use pencil or blue, black, or any non-annoying ink color (no yellow or neon)

· Legible handwriting, NEAT organization to the page
