The empresario system


helps bring an estimated 21, 000 settlers to Texas. 








Stephen F. Austin arrives in Texas and selects 11 million acres east of San Antonio in the Gulf Coast Plains for his colony.








Stephen F. Austin founds San Felipe, the capital of his colony, which becomes the largest business center in Texas after San Antonio.

















Moses Austin and Baron de Bastrop convince the Mexican governor of Texas to allow Austin to establish an American colony in Texas.




















Stephen F. Austin goes to Mexico City to convince Mexico to reconfirm his colonial grant.  His lengthy journey is dangerous, but he finds success.








Stephen F. Austin becomes known as the “Father of Texas” due to his success in bringing settlers to Texas and the example he set for later empresarios.








Moses Austin, who had fallen ill, asks his son Stephen F. Austin to help him by taking charge of the colony he wished to establish.





After the new colonization laws, empresarios from Mexico, the United States, and Europe started colonies throughout Texas.








The Lively first lands in the wrong place, and then wrecks near Galveston Island.  Settlers eventually make it to the colony.
